Unit 1 Newspaper Project

This is a project that will focus on the following topics: The development of English settlement during the 17th century, with focus on the Middle, New England and Southern colonies in North America.  The final product will serve as a Summative Assessment (test grade).  To earn the grade you will produce a newspaper, using selected readings, class notes, and internet resources (with citations) to complete the requirements. You should act as if you were reporting on the information in real time. The tone can be investigative. You should use the unit plan to help guide your research on each topic. 
The Newspaper: 

1. Begin by naming your paper/organization and decide on option 2 or 3 below

2. Publish a website for your news organization that features your contents (free sites such as Weebly) 
3. Create a digital newspaper (google docs, word templates, etc. )  

Contents of Newspaper – each paper must include the following:
· Major News  (3) You will be responsible for creating and writing at least THREE articles for the paper . You should have one article focusing on each of the following three regions 1) Middle Colonies 2) New England Colonies 3) Southern Colonies. You will be required to determine the major issues, development, and key components of each region and write a factual story, accompanied by a picture.  All pictures must have a caption that explains the picture. Topics to consider for each article are economic development, religious ties, conflicts with outside groups, government structure , etc. 

The articles must address – who, what, when, where, and how of each issue addressed. Articles should be at least two paragraphs typed and include a picture. 
· Side Bar  (Must include 3 of the following) – Quote, Head Shot, Statistics (with explanation, Demographics (with explanation), or Map (with explanation), editorial (local person’s perspective), Biography ( human interest piece i.e. Edwards, Rolfe, etc ) These side bars must be selected from the following topics ( Note: You need to pick 3 that are from different lines i.e. you can’t pick two people and Bacon’s Rebellion)  
1. Great Awakening 

2. French and Indian War 

3. Proclamation of 1763 

4. King Philip’s War 

5. John Rolfe, James Oglethorpe, Roger Williams, Anne Hutchinson, William Penn, John Winthrop

6. Bacon’s Rebellion, House of Burgesses, Mayflower Compact
